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Materials: Text and internet.
Summary (and Rationale): Jack London’s, To Build a Fire is an excellent text to teach the reader about the dangers of frostbite and hypothermia.  Discussion can aid in prevention. 

I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [5 minutes] Discuss with the class to determine their previous knowledge of frostbite and hypothermia.  Students will give examples of how frostbite can occur, preventive techniques, and first aid.
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments: 
	Objectives:  The students will gain an understanding of the dangers of frostbite by reading the text and be able to show examples of how it can occur.  When reading Jack London’s To Build a Fire, students will discuss the causes and effects of frostbite and hypothermia.  This discussion will lead to students brainstorming ways to prevent frostbite and hypothermia.

	Assessments:  From the brainstorming session, students will be able to define frostbite and hypothermia and understand ways of preventing it.  Student will write a one paragraph journal entry on how they would have prevented this if put in place of the story’s protagonist.  The journal entry will assess their full knowledge of frostbite and hypothermia and show preventative methods.

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [45 minutes] Students will brainstorms ways the protagonist could have prevented his death and then write a one paragraph journal entry on what they would have done differently if placed in his shoes.  During the brainstorming activity the teacher will assist in the discussion to determine full understanding.

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [5 minutes] Teacher will walk the room checking for comprehension. 
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5] Students will discuss ways to prevent hypothermia and frostbite.  Teacher will show stats and “what to do info” regarding the topic.
VI. Independent Practice: [30 minutes] At home students will research another survival technique and list the preventative steps in their journal.
