Subject:  English
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Jack London’s, To Build a Fire  

Grade Level: Grade 10
Materials:   Textbook, Television.
Summary (and Rationale):  London’s Short Story is an excellent resource to inform students of how to look for textual evidence that supports analysis of what the text says explicitly as well as inferences drawn from the text.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): 5 minutes.  Discuss with the class to see if they have read this story before.  Also discuss with class telling them to keep in mind setting, context clues for prediction, specific details, and summarization before starting the reading.

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [10 minutes] Students will list three examples of explicit and implicative detail from Jack London’s short story.  Remember that “implicative detail” are details that provide the reader with clues that hint to the underlying meaning of a story.  This task will help to improve reading comprehension.  
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [20 minutes] Teacher will walk the room to check for understanding while students are listing examples.  
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5 minutes] Students will discuss other times they have seen the use of inferences in literary work.
VI. Independent Practice: [30-60 minutes] At home students will analyze a sitcom, reality show, or movie and list any examples of textual evidence they used for interpretation of the work.  Writing to be turned in by the end of the week.

Plans for Individual Differences:  For students that have already read the literary work or students that quickly understood the lesson, they will read Hemmingway’s, Hills like White Elephants and follow the steps listed above.  For students having trouble interpreting the story, discuss with them how they would feel if placed in the shoes of the protagonist.  This will help to draw conclusions to the purpose of London’s writing.  Students having trouble may also work with peers that have grasped the concept. 
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
